
Maurene Harvey has over 40 years of critical care nursing experience. She spent the first twelve years of her career practicing at the bedside and although she still spends time at the bedside, her focus for the past 28 years has been teaching, speaking and consulting with professional 
nurses. Maurene has been a CCRN since 1976, the year certification was established. She is one of only 42 nurses who have maintained CCRN status for 30 years. She has been a Fellow in the American College of Critical Care Medicine since 1992, and was on the governing board 
of the Society of Critical Care Medicine (SCCM) 1992 to 2003. In 2002, Maurene became the first nurse to be elected President of the SCCM, an organization consisting of about 80% physicians. Maurene Harvey has lectured over 20,000 hours on critical care topics and in the process, 
has impacted the practice of thousands of critical care nurses. She has taught over 400 CCRN review courses, has spoken at 29 AACN National Teaching Institutes, and has taught in 47 states and 32 countries. She has more than 20 publications in critical care to her credit as well as two
 books. In 1998, Maurene was given SCCM’s Norma J. Showmaker Award for Nursing Excellence and received AACN’s Lifetime Member Award in 1999. In 2004, she received SCCM’s Distinguished Service Award. She currently serves on the Editorial Board of Critical Care Medicine.
